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Start writing your paper here, do NOT put the 8 line header of name, class, teacher and date in the upper left hand corner….the format of it should follow this paper. Use this paper also as a guide to help you with quotes and other things format related. The paper should be double spaced, 12 point font, times new roman. If you need help trying to figure out how to get this done…ASK!! 


Quotes…how do you do them? If you use a quote that is less than four lines in length, Mr. Hilbert said, “Follow this format. Put the quote in quotes within your regular text.”
 Do not separate it from the regular text. However if your quote is SO important that your paper will not function without it, and it NEEDS to be more than four lines in length it shall be done like this. According to Mr. Hilbert,
Quotes should be SMALL bits and pieces that prove what you are trying to explain. So if you are making the point that Adolf Hitler was in love with crazy new types of “super weapons,” you will need a historian to help support your findings. If you find a GREAT description of his love for super weapons that is maybe five lines in length and you paper can not function with out it, use it, but it must be single spaced and be indented and separated from the regular text like this.

When the quote is finished you just continue typing as if the quote was not there. Only if you are starting a new paragraph do you indent the new text. If you have any other questions please ask. For your paper refer to the two examples above.
Page numbers should start on this page with one (1) and continue on all of the rest of you text pages. The numbers should be located on the bottom center of the page NOT ANYWHERE ELSE. It should JUST be a number such as 1, 2, 3 and so on. I do not want to see the word page, or hyphens before and after the number or any other decorative junk you can think of. 
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
