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Use this sheet as a guide to help peer edit you partners paper. This is how I will be looking at your papers with a few minor changes. Understand your partner’s paper will most likely not be a prefect product, rather is a work in progress. The more you find and suggest, the better your partners final work will be. So in short, if you have a question or are confused at least make a note to the author and bring up a suggestion. Lastly do not be overly harsh and critical. Keep you comments in a constructive tone. Help not hurt your partner.

	Intro: Can you find a hypothesis (research question) and how the author will answer that question? (should be a format for the paper)
	
	

	Conclusion: Can you find the research question restated, and how it was proven?
	
	

	Intro/Conclusion: Do they match each other with the same format/information? Do they make the same point?
	
	

	Body: Read through the paper with a critical eye. Look for punctuation, spelling, and grammatical errors. Any part that makes for confusion to the reader…mark to clarify. 
	
	

	Footnotes/Citations: Are all quotes footnoted in correct format? Does a passage seem like it is someone else’s words and maybe forgot to cite it? Are quotes that are longer than four lines separated from the regular text properly?
	
	

	Overall: Does this paper make sense to you as a reader? Is there a logical flow and process to the work? If some other piece of info would help…or a relocation of a piece would help the paper not it here. Has the research question been answered for you?
